KIWISPORT & RST RELATIONSHIP REVIEW 2010

Background:
Regional Sports Trusts (RST’s) presently oversee the KiwiSport (KS) funds available to Schools and Regional Sport Organisation’s (RSO) in their communities.    In addition, SPARC has recently instructed the 17 RST’s to focus their work with 7 priority sports – of which Netball is one.  Therefore, NNZ regions in theory would have the advantage over other non priority sports in their respective communities.  However, presently it would appear that each RST has differing criteria and application processes for KS funding – which has led to some of our Regions being highly successful in their KS applications for a range of netball specific programmes in schools and their respective communities, but other Regions have not been successful or have found the process ‘too hard’.

When KS funding was announced, the CEO’s of each RST collectively agreed that all sport specific applications must be ‘endorsed’ by the National Sporting Organisation (NSO) first.  Unfortunately, this does not appear to be the case with some RST’s and to further complicate things – some Region’s have avoided the application process by going straight to schools who are applying on their behalf.  It may also be possible that Schools are using private providers to deliver sport specific programmes in schools, which are being funded by KS funding.

In addition to the above, RST’s have recently announced that they will be appointing Relationship Managers who will be the main point of contact for each priority sport.  NNZ has indicated to RST’s that we would prefer NNZ Region’s to develop sound relationships with RST’s and that we as the NSO could be enlisted for support as required by RST’s and RSO’s and of course provide leadership as necessary.

Purpose of Review:
Feedback from regions at the Regional Managers meeting in September, is that they would like NNZ to take a leadership role in KS funding, and they would welcome some NNZ sanctioned programmes to apply for KS funding and deliver into schools and their communities.
To do this, we need to:

· Understand any difficulties our regions face with KS funding applications

· Understand any successes our regions have had with KS applications

· Provide regions with sound advice around completing applications and managing personnel to undertake the programmes

· Provide regions with NNZ sanctioned programmes which will assist NNZ to achieve some of its strategic outcomes 

· Understand which Netball KS applications have been endorsed by NNZ (and which personnel) and which application haven’t

· Understand what types of netball specific programmes are being delivered through KS funding

· Understand what private providers are delivering netball specific programmes using KS funding

· Understand current relationships that our regions have or not with RST personnel

· Understand the total amount of KS funding obtained for netball programmes in 2010

This baseline information will enable us to then provide leadership around KS funding to our Regions, understand the level of funding being injected into netball in our regions through KS funding, enable NNZ to perhaps link programmes to NNZ strategies and the future NNZ Community Netball plans, understand current relationship between Regions and RST’s and identify the private providers in regions who are delivering netball specific programmes.


Review Process:
1. Create & distribute questionnaire for each of the 12 Regions to complete and return.  
2. Create & distribute questionnaire to each of the 17 RST’s to complete and return.
3. Liaise with NNZ Coach Development & Umpire Development personnel to determine whether they have been involved in any KS applications process.

4. Collate all questionnaire responses & determine commonalities and issues in KS application process, criteria, programmes & timeframes etc.

5. Share summarized review results and provide recommendations to Regions and RST’s.


6. Develop & share suitable programmes for KS funding applications to Regions.

7. Set date to review again in 2011.
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
