INTRODUCTION

Continuing the demand and excellent feedback over the last 8 years for the Apprentice Coach programme, NNZ will this year again be providing the opportunity and is seeking one applicant from each region for the programme.  

NNZ will cover the costs of travel and accommodation up to a maximum of $100 per day for each apprentice coach to attend the National Netball Championships in Wellington from 28th – 30th September 2011. Regions will in turn be asked to support their appointed Apprentice Coach by allowing them to be involved in as much of their 2011 programme, as possible. 

APPOINTMENT CRITERIA

1. Applicants will be: senior club, senior secondary school or age group coaches with the potential and desire to coach at a higher Age Group, ANZ Championships or National Championships. They will be completing Modules through the NNZ Coach Development Framework.
2. Regions will need to agree to their selected ‘Apprentice Coach’ being available and able to attend team trials, training and games where possible and team meetings.  In addition, they would be expected to stay with the region’s team and management during the championships in Wellington.
3. Please note that these coaches would not take an active part in team meetings, trainings or any other activities and would be expected to respect the confidentiality aspects that this privilege would require. To ensure that this part of the agreement is fully understood, we would like to suggest that the Head Coach forms part of the appointment panel in the regions. Also that both coaches meet with Coach Force personnel and/or RM once appointments have been confirmed prior to the start of the Apprentice coach scheme to clarify expectations and queries.

4. Regions will be responsible for the following:

· Sending in completed application by 15 July.  If regions have more than 1 suitable coach, they will need to determine the applicant or entirely fund the second coach themselves.

· Booking of all travel and accommodation for the Apprentice coach.  This includes National Championships in Wellington and lead in weekends (if regions elect to include the Apprentice coach in these). Please note NNZ will cover expenses for travel and accommodation (up to $100 per day) for the finals in Wellington.  
· Invoice NNZ making sure to attach a copy of all related receipts.  Please can regions action the travel bookings as soon as possible in order to access cheaper airfares.

· INVOICES MUST BE IN TO NNZ PRIOR TO 31 OCTOBER 2011 otherwise reimbursement will NOT be made

· Paying for meals and any additional expenses other than those covered by NNZ or if expenses exceed the amount agreed to by NNZ
5. Please note:
· The first session will be held on Tuesday 27th, late afternoon/early evening – please bear this in mind when organising travel bookings.
· Apprentice coaches will be expected to sit on the bench and develop their knowledge in this area of the game. They may set up video recorders but must return to the bench at the start of the game
